Since 2012, CBHS has implemented a 1:1 technology 
model, ensuring every student has a laptop for his entire 
academic career.  With the onset of the coronavirus 
in March 2020, moving to total virtual learning was 
seamless.  Students continued daily lessons with teachers 
through the end of the academic year, and letter grades 
were assigned.  This year, CBHS has implemented a 
hybrid-learning model.  Whether learning at CBHS or 
virtually, students meet eight periods daily for the entire 
school day. Letter grades continue to be assigned.
